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Although government bans drivers from using hand-hold cellular phones
when driving, using wireless communication devices i1s not prohibited in
Taiwan. The purpose of this paper is to employ driver simulator to discuss
the effect of the driving performance of the bus drivers using wireless
communication devices when driving. We find that the when using wireless
communication devices, the bus drivers’ perception-reaction time and lane
deviation rate increases. These findings show a possible safety concern if
bus drivers using wireless communication devices on roads. The research
team suggests the government should examine the current regulations on
using communication devices on roads all together on the purpose of
improving bus safety.
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
