1、 Taiwan’s total land area is only about 36,000 square kilometers; it is shaped like a tobacco leaf that is narrow at both ends. It lies off the southeastern coast of the mainland Asia, across the Taiwan Strait from Mainland China-a solitary island on the western edge of the Pacific Ocean. To the north lies Japan; to the south is the Philippines. Many airlines fly to Taiwan, helping make it the perfect travel destination.

2、 The major holiday activities in Taiwan can be divided into folk celebrations and aboriginal rituals. Taiwan has three major Chinese holidays, namely the Spring Festival (Chinese New Year), Dragon Boat Festival, and Mid-Autumn Festival; many others, including the burning of the plague god boat at Donggang, the Dajia pilgrimage with the goddess Mazu, are local festivals.
3、 Hotel accommodation is convenient in Taiwan, wherever on the island you may be-in the cities, in the countryside, even in the high mountains. International-class tourist hotels and ordinary hotels alike have proliferated to meet the needs of growing numbers of foreign visitors and the increasing popularity of domestic travel, and comfortable, well-equipped resorts as well as business hotels are available to meet the differing needs of different kinds of travelers.
4、 The culinary culture of the Chinese people goes back a very long time; and while Chinese food can be enjoyed in every large city in the world today, true gourmets know that only in Taiwan is it possible to enjoy fine authentic cuisine from all the different regions of China. In Taiwan, where it seems the people live to eat, it is said that there is a snake shop every three steps and a restaurant every five.
5、 Taipei, the vibrant capital of Taiwan, distills the best of what Asian cities have to offer-great street food, crackling night life, arguably the world’s best collection of Chinese art, and hot springs and hiking trails reachable by public transport. With interest in mainland China surging, Taipei-one of the most underrated tourist destinations in Asia-offers a look at a different side of China, one that escaped the deprivations of early Communist rule and the Cultural Revolution.
